	RHAC
	Jim M. stated he turned in HANS’s goals and objectives for 2006-7 to RHAC at the last meeting.  He stated he felt our format was on target compared to other counties reports.  He stated he sees a problem with Medicaid as to receiving medications under Medicare.  The 90 day period is up and now we will just have to wait and see if there are any problems.  He stated discussion took place as to the recent changes in Case Management (CM) and stated things seem to going smoothly with the changes as to CM making referrals directly to Health Planning Counsel of SWF (HPCSWF) for billing.  He discussed the concern with Housing Opportunity for People with AIDS (HOWPA) as to money available but not being able to spend due to constraints/conditions of funding per Lee County and surrounding areas.  It was noted Sarasota/Manatee Counties do not seem to be experiencing this problem.   He suggested it would be nice to have a representative from HOPWA to attend HANS’s meetings.  Joan S. and Chris G. will contact HOPWA as to requesting representative to attend meetings in the future.  Jim also asked for Perinatal HIV update is on the agenda for the next meeting.

	Presentation on Web site Design for HANS’s 
	Brad Bryan was introduced and presented an update on his idea and design of a mock HANS’s web site design to date.  He stated he had met with Joan S. before the meeting and received an overview as to the goals of HANS’s as related to the web site design, goals, usage for providers/agencies/HIV positives and linkages to HANS’s member’s web sites. He stated his philosophy for web site design is to design a site around the needs of a visitor and what they are searching for as to keep it updated regularly.  Brad provided members with copy of web site design ideas and stated he was open to working with HANS’s other layout ideas.  The members liked what Brad presented and suggested he precede with design as layout.  He discussed the ways the navigation could work from the home site to other links and within the site (HANS’s members/partners, news/media, events, calendar, other links and how it could be in English and Spanish.   He suggested the home page provide a welcome and overview of how site works.  He stated the SPA mapping could easily be used to allow a person to hit on a specific geographic area as to requesting information as to services, events, HIV testing sites, etc.   Brad suggested each agency limit their agency connection page to one page (list services).  He suggested linkages could include multiple other sites (CDC, DOH, National AIDS Clearinghouse and others). Discussion took place as to the name of HANS’s and the identity for others as to the acronym.  At this time it was decided to keep the name as is since the organization has undergone many name changes in the past.  It was noted the name HANS’s will not be able to be the registered site since the name is already taken by another agency.  It was suggested the web site be www.Sarasota/AIDS Network.org.  Discussion took place as to requesting Booker HS or Ringling School of Art to design a logo for HANS’s.  Joan S. will contact both to inquire into the process and report back at the next meeting.  John A. to bring copy of HANS’s brochure for update. 
	On-going, next month update per Brad Bryan on web site design and linkages at CAN for internet connection presentation.  Copy of HANS’s brochure to be reviewed and updated as needed at the next meeting.

	Community Needs Assessment on HIV Testing in Non-Medical Sites 
	Copies of Moya A. next phase of the Community Needs Assessment (CAN) on Testing were distributed.  Discussion took place as to Moya wanting to assist HANS’s with III and IV phases of the assessments.  Chris G. stated that HANS’s may have to wait till July 2006 and new budget to have Moya begin the next two phases due to funding issues.  Joan S. will contact Moya to request a budget proposal as to the costs of Phases III and IV for the CAN and provide her proposal at the next HANS’s meeting.  If funds are left over from this year, she might be able to begin the project but will depend on cost of web site design and other costs.

	Update World AIDS Day Planning 
	John A. stated the committee meet for the first time this year just prior to the HANS’s meeting.  He provided an update as to possible ideas for events being discussed, which included: free HIV testing/screening in the community with Ora Quick (results back in 20 minutes) if clients get results then given free tickets to local concerts; breakfast, dedication of new quilts, candlelight vigil, and other things. 	Partnership for Health (PfH)
	Joan S. provided an overview of PfH as to a possible DEBI/REP for HANS’s members to work collaboratively together in implementing in their agencies.  PfH is a client-provider based counseling behavior intervention for promoting safer sex practices with HIV positives, their partners; and high risk clients.  Collier CHD is implementing PfH in all of their clinics this summer.  The advantages of PfH include limited to 3-5 minutes per each client visit, strengthens client/provider relationships, cost limited to training staff/posters/stickers for charts/brochures; and not require data entered into PEMS computer system with CDC.  Joan will report back to HANS’s when she hears from representative as to possible training in Sarasota.  John A. stated he has an idea for a possible DEBI/REP for HANS’s. 
	On-going discussion as to PfH training and desire of HANS’s to work collaborative on this project.  John A. to provide another possible DEBI/REP idea for HANS’s at the next meeting.
