	Goals and Objectives for HANS
	Joan S. provided an update on the “Partnership for Health” (PfH) training will be on Friday, July 14th from 1pm to 5pm at the SCHD in the Auditorium.  All members of HANS are encouraged to attend since this will be our joint DEBI/REP project for the HANS members as outlined in the Goals and Objectives.  A representative from the University of Miami will be providing the training.  PfH is a REP that entails a consequence model for counseling clients as to safer sex practices during a 3-5 minute counseling session per health care providers.

	New Members
	John A. thanked the new members for joining HANS today and welcomes them to the membership.    The newest members included representatives from the American Red Cross, Coastal Behavioral Healthcare, and Bethesda House.  Discussion took place as to the categories of membership for HANS, which includes: Organization/Agency; PLWHA; and Others.  A new Membership Orientation Handbook will be coming out soon for all members of HANS and may be used to assist in recruitment efforts along with the new HANS brochures.  Derrick F. stated he would be willing to share this information with Suncoast Partnership which is for agencies in both Sarasota and Manatee counties.  A list of HANS’s members is in the process of being updated per Joan S. and this may be useful to area agencies as related to referrals for services with clients.  Once the list is updated, it will be forwarded to all HANS’s members for review and distribution.   It was suggested that with the “Changing Faces of AIDS” per Derrick that we may wish to think of another way to recruit members from the PWLHA population since many are now working.

	HIV Testing Results for Sarasota County 2005 
	John R. provided an update as to the HIV screening and post counseling testing for our county.  He provided a handout as to the rates they are as follows:  Rates: HIV  negatives received 49.4% post counseling; HIV positives received 68.8% post counseling and indeterminate received 33.3% post counseling.  These rates are below the state DOH and CDC rates that are negatives receive 75% post counseling and positives receive 90% post counseling.  He passed out suggestions on how to increase this rate for agencies to take back and discuss with staff.  Chris G. asked how Sarasota County compared to others sin Area 8: Collier County rates: HIV + 92.3% and HIV- 63.9%, Lee County rates: HIV + 81.5% and HIV – 65.3%.  Joan S. distributed a statistical analysis as to the HIV tests done in Sarasota County in 2005.  There were a total of 5,224 HIV tests performed in our county per SCHD and other HIV registered sites.  The stats included breakdown as to location site, age, race, ethnicity, and risk factors.  John stressed the importance of not only testing for HIV but making sure clients are post counseled to the results.  He also said it is imperative for the post counseling test form to be returned to DOH, if this is not done, then the HIV test never shows as post counseling completed.  John stated he will be setting up a meeting to met with each registered HIV site to provide their results one-on-one and to discuss ways to increase the return rates during the next several weeks.   He thanked everyone for their assistance in helping to get the results in the CDC range for 2006.  Chris asked for information as to how Collier County is able to get such good rates.  Joan, Chris, Rafael and John will  meet to discuss ways to make HIV testing results better and report back to HANS.

	Perinatal HIV Infections Update 
	Joan S. presented an update on the number of HIV perinatal infections during 2005 for Sarasota County and there were none.  She explained new advancing in HIV treatment for HIV positive women during pregnancy, c-section at time of delivery, treatment of baby on HIV medications.  All of this has contributed to decrease in HIV vertical transmission from mother to baby from a high of 25-33% to a low of 2%.  She stated every obstetrician in our community is offering HIV testing during pregnancy to clients as well that ties into CDC “Advancing HIV Prevention” initiatives.
