	RHAC
	Jim M. presented an update on the RHAC meeting this past week.   He stated DOH was giving the local Community Based Organizations (CBO) who serves HIV/AIDS clients free cases of Ensure.  This should be delivered soon for CAN, Genesis and SCHD.  He stated John Runde provided an update as to DEBI/REP and PEMS and this created a lot of discussion as to the CDC/DOH mandates for these programs without additional funds to assist agencies in implementing.  Jim stated the HOPWA funds in Area 8 (not include Sarasota-in Area 5) will be returning $180,000 due to not be able to use with current restraints in wording of usage of the funds.  When the funds are returned to DOH a letter from RHAC will be accompanying the funds stating the needs are there and they could have used the funds and distributed to clients in the community had the restrictions as to usage been less tight.  Sarasota HOPWA is not experiencing this level of difficulty.  Jim asked if a HOPWA report could be given at each HANS meeting as to Sarasota issues.  Joan offered to contact Cherry with HOPWA locally to request her presence at HANS’s meetings.
