	RHAC
	James M. gave an update as to RHAC meeting on 9/27 in Fort Myers.  He said the report “Silence is Death” was discussed and that our county is in the top 20 due more to number of HIV/AIDS cases than any other means.  He stated it is important how we distribute this information locally since to date no media has published the report locally.  
· Social Marketing Training on 10/12 in Forth Myers is filled and he asked Amy Z. if the training could be brought to Sarasota in the future.  Amy stated if the interest was there and if the trainers were available.  Joyce R. stated she would like to attend as HANS’s representative on 10/12 and report back on what she learned.  The focus of the training will be on recruitment/retention with DEBI/REPs and prevention messages.  

· Financial Report shows RHAC and Health Planning Council are doing a great job with staying within spending budgets.  HOPWA funds are not being utilized completely and this is more of a federal issue as to how funds may be used.

· Action Plan Update:  Jim stated he would like to have a quarterly report to present to RHAC on what our local HANS is doing as defined by our annual goals/objects.  Joan offered to assist Jim in drafting a report for RHAC as related to our Action Plan activities as related to underserved populations in our community and target populations.

	Update World AIDS Day (WAD) Planning 
	John and Rafael provided an update as to WAD from this morning meeting.  They stated they are working on coordinating HIV testing through out the community with local agencies networking to make sure we offer free HIV testing through out the time frame of 11/13-12/2/06.  Everyone one was reminded to complete the form as to what they would be doing as to free HIV testing and return to Joan by 10/20 to ensure we meet deadlines with local papers.  Amy Z. stated the theme we have chosen for Sarasota County this year “Keep the Promise” may not be the best for all target populations.  She said it was developed by CDC and World Health Organization (WHO) but does not really assist the Hispanic community.  She offered to research and report to Joan other theme ideas.

	Update Partnership for Health (PfH) Training 
	Joan S. updated where SCHD is with Partnership for Health (PfH) at the South County Community Clinic, Specialty Clinic and STD Clinics offering clients the 3-5 minute consequence framed counseling message for HIV Positives and High Risk STD.  Planned Parenthood and Community AIDS Network staff will be trained in January, 2007 on PfH since Joan is now a trainer for PfH.  Stickers, flyers and other items are being developed by the SCHD, Health Promotions Department and will be shared by HANS’s members, but they will have to make their own copies of each when used in their agencies.  PfH is a DEBI/REP and is a program that does not require PEMS for each client served.

	Report “Silence is Death” 
	John and Joan discussed the recent meetings that have taken place as to this report with Sarasota County.  Joan stated DOH representatives came to Lee CHD two weeks ago and gave an update as to stats per PPP.  She shared some of the facts as to rates for W, B, and H as to MSM, IDU and heterosexual rates in our community.  John, Chris, Gary Ervin and Joan met last week to begin preliminary work on developing strategy for our local community on how to address this report.  They had thought one way to address the concerns in the report would be set up a meeting with key individuals in the community like, Carolyn Mason, Fred Atkins and others.  Jim M. and April G. stated they did not feel this was the best group to identify for assistance, but instead suggested “gatekeepers” who could assist in spreading the word if incentives were attached to the message.  Amy Z. said if the state sees a great idea developed at the local level to address that is relevant, and then funds may become available to support the project.  Jim stated he would like to not be a part of any state, local, city or other project involving this report since it is the same issue as in the past with nothing new coming of it.   April volunteered to put a consumer/gatekeeper focus group together to address the issues and concerns raised in the report.  John and Joan offered to assist with flyers, telephone calls, agendas, presentations, etc.  The goal is for the first meeting to take place before 10/31.  Sue T. stated the community door is already open with TruVine and thought this avenue should be pursued as well.
