	Welcome/ Introduction 
	John A. welcomed everyone, with each person introducing himself or herself.   He thanked everyone for coming and joining HANS.

	October  Minutes
	Minutes were reviewed with corrections noted as to III delete “it has” change to they have.  Approved with changes noted per Bill, seconded per Nathan, and voted upon by entire committee members to approve.

	III
	Prevalence Incidence Report 
	Scott provided an overview of updated data as to the prevalence and incidence of HIV/AIDS in Sarasota County.  A color handout was passed out as to the zip codes in our county as related to the cases (prevalence) of HIV/AIDS in our community.  It was noted the highest prevalence rates are in zip codes 34234 (rate of 54.1 to 79.9 per 10,000 population PLWA) followed with zip codes 34236 and 34237 (rates 26.5 to 54.1 per 10,000 population PLWA).  Scott discussed the breakdown of rates as to race (black, white and Hispanic) but stated for our community this did not change as to the zip codes but more important when look at risk factors.  Hispanics have the highest rates in zip codes 34240 but have a low number of HIV/AIDS cases.  Scott stated he would e-mail the report electronically to anyone who wished a copy.  He stated it appears we are experiencing a decrease in the number of HIV/AIDS cases versus number of people living with HIV/AIDS.  He suggested may need to look further into the risk behaviors self reported with HIV/AIDS in our community.  PJ asked if Scott could provide a breakdown as to ages of population and sex as to HIV/AIDS infection.  He said yes and will come back with this information.  He offered to come back to HANS’s meetings whenever anyone wanted additional information/data.  He was thanked for coming today.

	Silence is Death Report (SID)
	John stated the SID report from 1999 to present show a decline in the number of new HIV/AIDS cases in the black community in Sarasota County.  Last year over 5,000 HIV tests were done in our community between SCHD and CBO and fewer HIV positives were found from the HIV testing.  Discussion took place as to the primary risks for HIV infection including the need to do more in our community with MSM, heterosexual and limited IDU HIV tests.  Social and ethical barriers exist as to the reporting of MSM and IDU with blacks and Hispanics.  There has been a steady decline in HIV/AIDS in our community since 1999.  John provided an update as to what April Glasco was able to do in helping to spread the word in the Newtown community as to the SID report.  She had an HIV update and HIV testing.  She found one new positive through her outreach efforts.  April, thank you for your time and assistance with this special project.
