	III
	Prevention/Education Update 
	John Acevedo stated at the last HANS meeting shared the Service Provision Area (SPA) map.  Need agencies to send in report as requested at last meeting to begin mapping agencies services within the SPA.  The SPA will serve as the guide for prevention efforts in our community.

Map of Sarasota County distributed as to the incidence of HIV/AIDS per Joan S.  Committee members asked for SCHD to provide information as to zip codes for the incidence to assist with SPA mapping.  Committee discussed red areas of the map being the Newtown area with incidence rates of 15.32 to 79.9 per 10,000; Laurel Nokomis, area around SHCD, Siesta and Long Boat key areas with incidence of 12.5 to 15.3 per 10,000.  
Joan S. distributed copy of Update on HIV/AIDS in Sarasota County per 2005 statistics along with target populations identified for additional prevention services, which include people living with HIV, men who engage in unsafe sex with men (MSM), and high risk heterosexuals (males and females who engage in unsafe behaviors).  This report will be useful for HANS members when target programs and services as to zip codes and SPA in the future. HANS’s members discussed goal to have the SPA and HANS agencies listed on any website developed by HANS in the future and to be interactive.  Chris G. clarified how the funds received from SCHD for additional dollars from the Department of Health may be spent, including the provision of $ for HANS. 
	SPA mapping and information from agencies as to services provided in each area to be discussed at the next HANS meeting.  Providers need to bring completed form from January meeting identifying where they are currently conducting prevention efforts.

Joan S. to bring map of AIDS/HIV incidence with zip codes for next meeting discussion.

John A. stated CAN is also experiencing staff issues as related to PCM but will be sending new staff to the next Area 8 PCM meeting as well.

	Jim M. stated the next RHAC meeting will be on March 27th in Fort Myers.  The meetings are every other month.  He would like HANS to finalize the goals and objectives for 2006-2007 so he may take them to this meeting.  Copies of proposed Goals and Objectives were distributed.  Jim stated he felt the goals and objectives should be amended to align more with new information provided by Moya A. as to Community Needs Assessment.  Joan S. will redraft in a different format and distribute to all HANS members prior to 3/27.  Members will be asked to respond to Joan as to changes/suggestions and if they wish to adopt them as written.  Jim stated he will take the goals and objectives and present as written.  If HANS wishes to have a conference call to address, Chris offered to arrange a conference call with telephone number at SCHD.  More on this later.  Everyone’s input into the goals and objectives is important since this is a group process. 
Joan and John discussed the need for HANS’s members to look at coordinating efforts in the community as to developing and offering a DEBI initiative as defined per CDC.  Marilyn suggested this be a topic of discussion for all HANS members as to collaboration/coordination and empowering other agencies in the community to work with HANS on this matter as to HIV prevention education programs. John A. stated he is working on the Business Agreements between CAN and SCHD as to “VOICES”, DEBI prevention program dealing with condom negotiation skills.

	Update Advancing AIDS Awareness in Medical Practice Conference 
	Joan S. provided an update as to the success of the conference on 2/24/06.  Over 122 health care professionals attended the conference and many stated it was the best they had attended.  Chris G. stated the speakers each provided up-to-date and relevant information.  She stressed the importance of physicians acting proactively with HIV testing if they see certain dermatological infections.

	Community Needs Assessment on HIV Testing in Non-Medical Sites 
	Moya A. distributed copies of the results of the assessment conducted on HIV testing in non-medical sites.   She stated her final report will be ready by Wednesday and she will forward to Joan S. who will distribute to all members of HANS.  

Moya suggested that the HANS’s goals and objectives line up with CDC initiatives as to Advancing HIV Prevention.  She stated she would work with Joan S. as to providing some guidelines for this project since this is part of her role as consultant.  
Moya stated in the overview of the needs assessment that people were identified that needed to be tested and to identify linkages to assist them with testing and screening.  She worked with focus groups during this assessment as identified by zip codes, males and females per different cultural and ethnic backgrounds and HANS agencies.   She stated the ultimate goal for HANS should be on-going testing, with persistent, proactive and visible presence in the community.   

Moya offered to come to the next HANS meeting on 4/3/06 to assist in helping HANS develop strategies to address the items identified in the two community needs assessments conducted.
