STRONGER TOGETHER – (and CRCS) are in their 3rd year (16 week client participation) and VOICES is a ‘one-shot’ program. Programs covers 4 counties SRQ, MAN, CHAR, DESOTO) (MAN may be cut from contract program) . VOICES, classes reached 620 people; goal missed by 30.

	Silence is Death Update
	Christine G asked for group opinion: (a) huge disparity in Afro-Amer. numbers; (b) most effective way to spend add’l $$’S: either by 1) each program participant or 2) unified approach; will repetitive messaging work best; (John A agrees ) consider letting CBO’s form a ‘steering committee’ to review spending $$$’s; Raphael states disparity between SRQ and FMyers due to socio- and demo- graphics; John A says MSM and Substance abuse is not being properly reported;  Christine G believes messages should be ‘media focused to specific target groups’ (JA tabled Fort Lauderdale and the signs on top of taxi’s and the ‘rotating signs on trucks’); (PJ) “relational data is missing to refer us to target groups”; Christine: “need to overlap amongst CBO’s”; John R: “Tallahassee wanted it to be county specific”; CG says maybe a conference call should be set to make a decision; Collier County, Lee and SRQ have different needs/profiles; Lee and SRQ to work together; CG says only SRQ responded to her website ;  CG says $$$’s and current plan could be amended. Projected budget is $10k – 15k.
