	Silence is Death (SID) Update 
	Rafael provided an update on the SID report.  He stated the prevalence data on the number of HIV cases in Blacks shows the disparity in Sarasota County, which differs from the recent MMWR report stating the number of new cases of HIV/AIDS in the Florida, is down in Blacks due to increase HIV testing with minorities.   

John asked Rafael to provide data at the next meeting on the number of HIV/AIDS in our county with a breakdown as to risk factors (MSM, IDU, etc.).  Phillip agreed this information would be helpful as we look at where and how to spend the SID dollars.  He asked for complete data from DOH for HANS’ members would be helpful in making decisions as related to SID.  A meeting with local CBO’s to discuss ways to spend the additional $15,000 for the SID fund is scheduled for Monday, 2/19/07 at 10am at CAN.   

Jim stated the Town Hall meeting on 1/17/07 at the Hyatt was well attended and that the National Medical Association (NMA) is very interested in addressing the HIV/AIDS disparity issues in our community.  He stated he thinks a Health Fair in the Newtown area is needed and to work with HANS’s members and members of the NMA.  
Amy provided an update as the meeting with local Black ministers.  She said they are very interested in working on National Black Church Prayer Week Awareness activities.   Eleanor Ball from TruVine Missionary Baptist Church, has been asked to be a representative for our Area 8 with a state training on 2/9/07 for Faith Based organizations.
