	Update HANS Website Report 
	Joan S. provided an update on the HANS’s website.  People are continuing to access the website with thirty percent via search engines and 7-8% via link.  Last month over 200 people accessed the website with the average visit 2-5 minutes in duration and people are adding the site to their saved sites.  John A. stated he spoke to someone as to having accessed the site and thought it was very informative.  He said the individual suggested adding Condom Trail to the site.  Members discussed that there is no need for a letter or legal document for business listed on the site, just let them know the name of the business and address will be listed.  Marilyn A. and Nathan R. stated they would notify Joan of businesses to add to the list and others are encouraged to do the same.

	Update Patient Care Committee (PCC)
	John A. stated a meeting was held at CAN last month regarding the new Eligibility requirements for Ryan White, ADAP, HOPWA, and AIDS Insurance Continuation programs for all Case Managers and other staff by the Health Planning Council (HPC).  Once a client meets eligibility requirements for one program, they are eligible for the other programs since all criteria for eligibility are the same as of January 2007.  Next training being offered will be on April 6th in Fort Myers.

	Update Regional HIV/AIDS Council (RHAC) Committee  
	Jim M. presented an update of the RHAC meeting in March in Fort Myers.  He stated a Rules Committee had been formed in November and was charged with developing criteria for agencies to contract with HPC for HIV/AIDS services.  The committee has been asked to reword the proposal to be less exclusionary.  HOPWA in Area 8, excluding Sarasota, will be returning $285,000 this year, due to not being able to disperse the funds per federal guidelines.  Jim stated he would like a report as to HOPWA issues in Sarasota at each HANS’s meeting.  Each year HPC develops goals/objectives.  This past year, one of the goals was to increase minority outreach by 15% and it was accomplished.  Amy Zamot reported on the Silence is Death projects for Collier, Lee and Sarasota Counties.  RHAC is the Area 8 administrator for Ryan White dollars for patient care, medications, dental and other provider services.

	Update National Black HIV Awareness Day Events 
	Joan stated that only five sites listed in this press release.  She asked why CBO’s were not participating in HIV testing as have done in past with National dates as HANS’s members indicated they would. Jim M. stated his agency would not participate until the state allowed him to test with Rapid Ora Quick. due to staff overwhelmed.   He stated he thinks HIV needs dedicated volunteers for HIV testing like other diseases (i.e.: diabetes, cancer).  He stated he does not have trained staff at to offer HIV testing at this time at GHS.

	World AIDS Day (WAD) Committee Update 
	Michael K. stated the WAD committee met on March 21st at the Ringling School of Art and Design (RSAD).  He passed out copies of proposed WAD logo for review and discussed minor revisions were suggested.  The next committee meeting will be on 4/11 at RSAD.  He stated over 45 agencies have been contacted to date as to WAD events being planned for 12/1/07.  Letters have been sent to local AIDS agencies and others in the community.  Activities tentatively planned to date include Sarasota Military Academy to kick off the event, luncheon Health Fair from 12:30 pm to 5:00 pm, Concert at 5:00 pm, Candle Light Vigil at 6:00 pm and Film shown on lawn from 7:00 pm to 10:00 pm.  Goal is to move all WAD events to this location due to Five Points construction.  Marilyn A. asked if Planned Parenthood could have a representative on the WAD committee, Nan.   Discussion took place with committee members as to the current WAD committee structure of 8 members.  Jim M. moved that the WAD committee be expanded to include a representative from PP.  It was seconded by Christine G. seconded.  Committee members voted 8 to approve and 2 opposed.  It was passed.  If others wish to be added to the committee, they must come to the next HANS’s meeting and present their case for review and vote.  Two agencies who may wish to do this include the Quilt Project and Trinity Charities.  Anyone is welcome to attend the WAD meetings.  Subcommittees will be formed to assist with other aspects of the WAD events in the near future.

	Partnership for Health (PfH)
	Joan S. stated the training planned last month for staff at CAN on PfH had to be rescheduled, working on developing new date for training.  John A. stated CAN has a grant for Stronger Together with VOICES and PCRS.  They are experiencing problems with getting people to enroll in PCRS due to 16-week course.  It does offer incentives for individuals but to date this year only 3 individuals have completed the program and they need 45.

	Silence is Death (SID)
	The SID committee met on March 20th and discussed the Gatekeeper Project (GKP).  The lead agency of CAN was identified but due to conflict of interest with Project Unity, they withdrew their interest.  Other agencies who have expressed an interest Planned Parenthood but feel may be a conflict with Faith Based entities and Genesis Health Services.  Jim M. asked what he would need to do to get a contract with SCHD and if it would be cost effective as to developing reports and overseeing the GKP for the $4,500.00 in question.  Jim asked to sit down with Chris G. and other representatives from SCHD to discuss in more detail.  Simba and Bill C. will be the two lead individuals with the GKP.  They are already trying to line up volunteers to attend the next HIV 500/501 classes in April.  The contract would address how the funds would be passed through and the types of documentation required monthly for justification.  Chris G. suggested trying to make the contract process as easy with purchase order and Memorandum of Agreement if possible.  Dr. Merritt requested the meeting take place next week with contracts drawn up to accompany discussion. She stated ten individuals have been identified for the upcoming training.  Marilyn A. offered to use funds from TruVine to pay volunteers to attend the training at the same rate of GKP with SID dollars (gift cards of $15.00 per hour attended).  GKP is working with Eleanor Ball with TruVine to identify volunteers but she is very busy with many projects currently.  April G. stated not to forget SCLO role in the community and that she is willing to assist in any ways with SID and GKP.  She offered to the lead agency for GKP as well.  The posters were not available for review since Amy Z. was not at the meeting.  Joan S. said she would call Amy since they may have been sent and were lost in the mail.
