	RHAC
	Jim presented update from last RHAC meeting. He stated he gave an update for SC.  HOWA discussion took place to the Health Planning Council to look into the situation of SC being out of fund in HOPWA and the funds not being spent to date in Area 8 when SC has no funds available.  SC over budget by 27% housing (MC never over budget due to only serve 7 clients). $325,000 not able to spend with RHAC.  More Prevention programs in Area 8 now than ever before.  John R gave a list of all the Prevention Programs and some others with not listed on the PP list.  The last budget over spent by $800.00.  Red Ribbon awards given to Bill Carter for Leadership in Area 8.  Luncheon was provided with CHD staff paying for their own due to Ethics within the State due to ties with Lobbyist.  Jim presented the RHAC desire to have a quilt for Area 8. Each agency in HANS was asked to make a panel for the quilt.  Currently there are 109 quilts in Area 8 with 8 panels (3x6) per each quilt per Carol Hart.  Make a patch work piece for SC for the sections of the quilt to make up a panel.  Jim requested each committee member designed as wish as to sewn, cross stitched (not use paint due to weather in Florida).  Carol Hart as representative of SWFAQ will serve as the contact person for the quilt patches.  Dr. Merritt asked if this would be good project for students, youth. 	Joan gave an update on WAD write as you wish.  Quilts are available for display via Carol and will be made available 
	

	National HIV Testing 
	Copy of PR distributed and reviewed by members.  Carol stated the quilts could be made available for NHT days.  June Sixteenth has been requested the quilts for use in Newtown as part of the event.  The event is outside with picnic events planned.  Carol will make sure the event has a quilt.  Carol has a panel to describe the quilt and AIDS.  In the future we should request quilts via panels for future events and the request may be made via the HANS web site. Carol suggested first time requests be made through her since the panels have special directions for handling them.  Still hope to do HIV testing at Siesta Beach on the last Saturday on June 30th with the SCHD Mobile Unit from 12 to 5 pm.  Gatekeepers will be there for the event.

	Posters give n to the following agencies as to SID (each received six): GHS, SCLO, PC, TSFQA, BH, SCHD, ALSO,   Phase one of Gatekeepers project has been completed with four persons completing the training. TruVine missionary Baptist church meetings on going.  Update 10 people with HIV 501/500 trained and ready for beginning.  Five community activities in May and 2 in April were conducted (diabetes and breast cancer).  Disturbed 
Have identified other sites in the community (parking lot and others), gatekeepers to help develop sites and condom trail (new contacts 5).  Goal to get comfort level with certain people to be the contact monthly. Looking at other activities to work with others in the community for upcoming events (Angela).  Have possibility of 18 gatekeepers as volunteers in the community.  Dr. Merritt pleased with process and thanked Joan for her work with SID and the HIV 500/501 training.  Next training will be July 18, and July 24-26 at the SCHD.  Chris presented an update as to the spending plan for the Gatekeeper project.  It was noted that $7500 was spent on the Target gift cards and therefore could not purchase Channing Bete for brochures.  Jim stated the HIV training was gotten back on track after much work. 	SWFQA 
	Carol passed out information on quilts.  She stated she would like to see the quilt panels go out everyday of the week.   They are going out more.  The past three years they have joined the Candle Light Vigil with Bonnie and Frank Willett for WAD and placing the quilts at the Selby Library.  She stated the WAD had not contacted her in the past to be a part of the WAD.  She attended one WA D committee and has not been asked to attend any other meetings.  John stated he was addressing the WAD committee as to membership for Quilts on this committee.  Carol said the brochure is introduction to what the quilt project is all about and how to get the panels out in the community. 
	

	Other Items 
	Dr. Merritt asked if an agency within HANS could apply for a prevention grant.  This information needs to be reviewed per Gail Counts for review approval for any agency in Area 8.  If approved per CDC will be able to be approved per FDOH.  The Review Committee meets every month via telephone for items as to marketing.  DOH has a web site to see if approved for marketing items.  
Tempo News SID advertisement.  Article for TEMPO with first one per Jim with GHS for June, second article with Dr. Merritt in July, and third with CAN in August and sign up sheet  was passed out for agencies to sign up as to the article to write as related to HIV/AIDS and agency work.  Carol asked if could be submitted in color.  Jim to submit this month for GHS.
Channing Bete survey has nothing to do with HIV/AIDS but other health issues. John stated they wanted the survey with HANS members but they would provide free HIV brochures for us to participate in the survey.  John had a problem with the questionnaire and said to contact them directly if wish to be a part of the survey.

Carol stated she collected funding for a web site for the Quilts in the future.  They are interested in linking under CAN and a link to HANS web site.
