	Update World AIDS Day Events on 12/1/07
	Michael Kehoe
	Michael stated the brochures and business cards are back from the printers and ready for distribution.  The T-shirts should be in tomorrow.  Over 3,000 brochures were printed but times were incorrect and stickers have been made to change.  Guests volunteered to place the stickers on the brochures during the meeting and were thanked for their assistance.   Copies of brochures and business cards were distributed to committee members.

Michael announced Sandra Washington reran the taped episode on HIV/AIDS from September last week and will air again on 12/4/07.   He stated he linked the local World AIDS Day information o n the Kaiser Family Network web site.  It is also linked on the DOH, We Make a Change web site, HANS and SCHD web sites as well. 
Michael passed around the Health Screening form being printed by Publix’s for all to view.  It has the requested language to follow up with your family physician as to the results.   

He is developing an easel display with all the speakers’ information as to what they do and they photo.  He still needs information on Leisha McKinney-Beach.  Joan will ask her to send to Michael.    
Copy of entertainment schedule was passed out, committee members made suggestions for format.   It will not be published just used by committee members for the day.

John stated he sent out an e-mail requesting assistance from HANS members to volunteer to assist with the WAD events, to date he has heard from only 9 people with 2 agencies.  He will resend the e-mail. 

John said he will be going on Friday to pick up the red plastic for the table tops with the Health/Wellness Expo participants tables and the candles for the candle light vigil.  He has not been able to find a sponsor for the helium gas tanks (2).  Chris stated the SCHD will offer a monetary contribution if allowed per fiscal to help with WAD since not able to provide printing or ads since decision made to not do either. 

Michael stated he has donations for the raffle.  Rev. Graham stated not able to call it a raffle, door prizes due to Ringling College not having a vendor license to sell raffle tickets.  Two door prizes have been donated at $1,000 each.  Committee members discussed allowing any individual attending the event to get one door prize ticket and any one visiting one or all of the seven health screening agencies to receive another ticket (i.e.: SCHD, CAN, Genesis Health Services, Multicultural Health Institute, Blood Bank, “Health in Motion” Mobile Unit,  Cross Chiropractic). 
Michael asked if for the WAD logo to be on the HANS display, Dianne will arrange.  Each agency will collect the raffle tickets at their booth site and they will be collected at 4:30 pm per WAD Committee members for the drawings.  One does not have to be present to win.  John stated CAN will hold all unclaimed door prizes and contact winners to pick up at CAN.   Michael stated he has gotten books, gift cards and many other items for door prizes. 
Jen stated Friday the quilts will be hung, the NIH display set up after 2pm and all committee members are welcome to come assist but she will close up at 6pm.  Joan and Nan stated they would be there at 3:”3opm to determine table locations for Health Fair participants with Jen.  All participants will set up their displays on Saturday no one will be aloud to set on Friday for the Health Fair.  
Jen reminded everyone no chalk may be on Ringling College campus and the stepping stones will need to be marked off with removal tape.  She stated 60 students have volunteered to assist with the WAD events in various ways/times.  
Rev. Dee asked for a table to be set up at 5:30 pm for people to sign up to read names of those who have passed away from AIDS and to sign up names to be added to be read.  The Candle Vigil will begin with Rev. Dee who will then introduce Bunny Wollette, who will then introduce others.
