	Welcome/

Introductions
	Michael welcomed and thanked everyone for coming to the WAD Committee meeting today.  Everyone introduced themselves as to their role on the WAD and the agency they represent. Elsie was welcomed and thanked for joining the WAD Committee.

	Budget, Donations, Solicitations and RCAD Gift 
	Jim presented an updated budget for review and approval.  He said there had been some concerns expressed as to costs in the budget and said no member of WAD committee could be paid per the budget.  He announced the first grant was received from Gilead Pharmaceutical’s for $5,000.00 and Dr. Michael Radell donated $100.00.  He said the goal is to raise $24,000.00 for WAD 2007.  He indicated as a non-profit operating under Community AIDS Network the advertising costs may be only half of the budgeted amount of $3,000.00 due to in-kind and discounted incentives as a 501 C (3 ).  
Under old business, the WAD Committee had approved at the last meeting paying Emily for her development of the WAD logo.  He was discussed again and a motion was made to give her $100.00 and the entire committee approved. M Michael worked on his own with Mayor Fred Atkins to present Emily an award at her graduation at Ringling College of Art and Design (Ringling College) a plaque as to her contribution with WAD.  Michael arranged this on his own and paid $151.00 from his own funds to pay for the award.  The committee asked all future decisions like this be presented to the committee for approval.  It was decided to wait until WAD was over to determine if funds would be available to reimburse Michael.  
	Budget approved as amended and presented.  Review budget next meeting.

	 Meeting Dates, Times 
	Discussion took place as to the frequency of meetings during summer.  There will be no meeting in July but will meet in June and August on the third Wednesday at 10 am at Ringling College. 	Introduction of New Committee Members  
	Michael introduced Elsie Morales as the newest committee member who will represent the Hispanic community as the representative from the Hispanic Latino Coalition.  Michael stated he had spoken to Fred Atkins who agreed to speak to Dr. Ed Jones as to the Black Almanac as to doing a program on WAD events being planned. 
	Committee member positions and assignments filled at this time.

	Review Policy and Procedure for WAD and Use of Letterhead 
	Michael and Joan presented an overview of how the correspondence should work within the WAD committees.  It was suggested that if a member contacts an outside agency as to the WAD, the committee member should contact Michael who will sent out a formal letter outlining the WAD events planned to-date.  It is important to for Michael to have the contact name, agency name, address, telephone number and e-mail address for all contacts.  All donations need to be updated with Michael to ensure no company/business is contacted more than once and to make sure all thank you and other correspondence in coordinated.  Michael stated two donations have been obtained to date:  Oral B donated a $100 electric toothbrush and Sam Seltzer donated a $25.00 gift certificate.  Michael agreed to be the coordinator for all donations at this time as to securing space for the items.  Michael presented a copy of the WAD letterhead, it was suggested this be presented at the next HANS meeting for review but not approval as to if HANS members should be listed on the letterhead or other items.  Michael agreed to present two different types of letterhead for review.  Michael offered to provide the letterhead stock paper from his personal supply until such time letterhead is purchased.

	Individual Committee Member Progress Reports
	Michael stated he received notification from the National Institute of Health (NIH) that we had been awarded the Children’s Art Exhibit to display for WAD in Sarasota.  The display is comprised of sections that make the display 20 x 8 feet and it will be delivered to Children’s Medical Services on Rand Avenue.  The Mayor is very excited about this display coming to Sarasota, as is RCAD.  Michael stated the Sarasota Military Academy agreed to perform at the opening ceremony on 12/1 at Ringling College.  Since this a day students have off, it will be a voluntary decision for students to attend.

	Open Forum, General Announcements
	Discussion took place as to adding an additional member to the WAD Committee, Carol Hart.  Jim Rodgers will send a letter to Carol requesting what role she would like to have on the WAD Subcommitte or other activities.  

Michael stated Bonnie Willett agreed to the Candle Light Vigil taking place at Ringling College in 2007.  It was discussed as to having various denominational churches being a part of the WAD events and planning.   The Unitarian Church and Diocese of Venice will be contacted to see if they are interested in participating in the WAD events.  All contact information as to churches should be sent to Michael who will follow-up on contacting each church. 

Jim stated he contacted Manatee CHD to see if they were interested in participating in the Sarasota WAD events as they had done in the past.  He said he met with Lynette at MCHD, who indicated that last year the decision was made to separate the efforts of both communities and for each to work separately on their own WAD events.  Histories of past discussions were presented to all committee members and it was agreed we would not collaborate with Manatee county this year.

	Continuation 
	Nathan provided an update on the poster contest proposed for the local schools as to WAD.   He stated Trinity Charity agreed to donate $300.00 for the awards (for three levels of grades: Elementary, Middle and High School with $50 for first place, $30 for second and $20 for third place).  Nathan will be setting up a meeting with the Fine Arts Coordinator at Sarasota County School Board to discussion the best means to ensure the students are involved in the contest.  Theme ideas were presented and it was suggested we use the one from the NIH display, “Living in a World with AIDS” for the Middle and High School students while using a theme of “Tolerance of Differences” in the Elementary schools.  Nathan will work with Susan Puchalla to learn how she sets up the judging for the school science fair.  He hopes to have a packet available in July to take to the Fine Arts Department on how the project will work. 

Jim discussed his idea of presenting an AIDS quilt to Ringling College and that he sees Carol Hart being instrumental in this project.  He has information on a quilt that is 20 years that may be available for purchase.  

Nan passed out on update on the agencies contacted to date as to interest in participating in the Health Fair.
