	Family Wellness and Health Fair (FWHF) Committee Report 
	Nan presented an update on what has taken place with the Family Wellness and Health Fair to date. 	Children’s Poster Contest Committee Report 
	Nathan provided an update as to discussions with the Sarasota County School Board as to the Poster Contest.  He stated he has meet with SCSB representatives; Susan Puchalla and Cindy Lipert have given their approval to be a part of the poster contest.  Art and Science teachers will be receiving information as to the contest and will work with students to complete.  The school will collect, rank and if we finalize the winners for each grade level (elementary, middle and high school).  The SCSB has proposed the theme for the Middle and High School level students be changed from “Living in a World with AIDS” to the “Diversity” topic to allow more students to participate.  Committee members discussed this and felt the topic should remain “Living in a World with AIDS” since it ties into the NIH Children’s Art Exhibit.  Nathan will discuss with the SCSB again as to the theme, if they are not willing to do this, WAD Committee members suggested going to others for the poster contest (YMCA, local churches, Boys and Girls Club, Girls Inc. , etc.).  Trinity Charities, Inc. has confirmed they will provide the awards as discussed previously for each grade level as to first, second and third place.  The committee members fell the topic of HIV/AIDS needs to be addressed within our committee and not covered up as in the past.
