	Michael welcomed and thanked everyone for coming to the WAD Committee meeting today.  Laurel was welcomed as a guest today and everyone was thanked for attending the meeting today.

	Minutes from June 20, 2007
	Copies of the minutes from the WAD committee were sent via e-mail to all members and approved via e-mail.  Copies of revised minutes were distributed as to wording changes per Michael’s e-mail and as approved via e-mail per all WAD members.   Members agreed to the revised minutes with changes noted.  Joan will see they are posted to the HANS website.  Discuss took place as to the approval process for minutes of WAD, it was determined dialogue should take place at each WAD meeting as to revisions for all to hear before finalizing.  Philip moved this process for the minute approval process, and was seconded by Nathan.   Vote on minute approval took place with seven voting to approve at WAD meeting and one voting no.  The minutes will be e-mailed to all members with five minute discussion at ach WAD meeting as to changes and voting for approval.

	III
	Budget Review
	Jim presented a copy of the financial budget.   All funds are in the Community AIDS Network checking account, under WAD.  The budget reflected payment of $240.26 to Michael to cover his out of pocket expenses YTD with WAD events.  Discussion took place as to the previous minutes reflected this payment was to be made after the event and all expenses paid.  All committee members agreed that expenses paid should be discussed and approved per WAD committee in the future as in previous minutes.  YTD the account has $6,634.74 with donations from Gilead $5,000, Michael Radell $100.00; Hedges $1,000, Tibotec $250, Kanes $1,000 and Discretionary IDA $250.    New donations YTD include Century Bank (2 umbrellas) and Pineapple House Collection (item to be announced).   Nan stated PP will donate several baskets for children.  DOH will donate a box of umbrellas.  Michael stated a donor to sponsor the Letters from UN with children from around the world is being sought.  Kanes will be sponsoring the National AIDS Quilts for the event.  These quilts will be in addition to the Southwest Florida Community AIDS Quilts locally in our community.  We are still waiting to hear the final number of local quilts that will be available for display.   Jim will be contacting Carol Hart.  Jim asked for a vote to approve purchasing an airline ticket for a woman to bring the UN Letters from Children on a plane.  The committee discussed this and felt we needed to know more about her background, if she would be available to speak at other events during our WAD celebration, a local High School; other travel expenses (meals, lodging, etc.) and other items before approving this expense for payment.  Michael will be sending her a letter asking her additional questions.   If she does not come, it may cost $1,200 to insure, secure and bring the letters over on a plane.  Michael stated their will be no cost to bring the NIH exhibit of the “Children’s Art” and that a representative from NIH will be coming to speak at the WAD event on 12/1.  To date on schedule of speakers presentations has been developed, committee members discussed the need to begin working on this and determine where on the Ringling College campus they would be located and how to get people to them.  Michael stated he thinks the event will draw 5,000 people with all the things being planned for 12/1 between the students on campus and the Neighborhood Associations working on the planning with Commissioner Fredd Atkins.  The approval of the purchase of the airlines ticket was tabled until Michael has more information from the woman and the costs for bringing her over and if she is available for other speaking engagements.

	Committee Update-School Poster Contest 
	Nathan stated he has been in contact with Cindy Lipert, Fine Arts Coordinator, Sarasota County School Board and is waiting to her back from her as to putting packets together for the art teachers as to the WAD Poster Contest.  The themes for the Middle and High School students will be “Living in a World with AIDS” and the theme for the Elementary School level will be Tolerance of Differences”.  Nan suggested if the SCCB does not want to do this project then go to local agencies, Boys and Girls Clubs, YMCA and etc.  Jen asked if the posters could be displayed at Ringling College.  The concern as to the numbers were discussed and suggestions were made to limit the number of displayed posters due to space issue.    Nathan indicated he will ask each Art Teacher at each school to review the posters and send the top posters for the judging process and awards.  Nathan will confirm if Trinity Charities will be sponsoring the awards for the three school levels and first, second and third place with $300.

	Committee Update-Health Fair
	Nan stated she was not at either of the walk through in July.  She asked Michael to provide her with a list of those who attended and expressed an interest in participating.  She stated she has contacted many agencies/businesses and the response has been very favorable to participate.  Discussion took place as to having interested agencies confirm their reservation with a form as to number of tables, chairs and electrical outlets.  Jen agreed this would be very helpful to Ringling College.  Nan will send a format to Michael to review and develop for WAD, Health Fair Participation.  Discussion took place as to having a Passport designed for participants to have stamped as to having been to various agency booths and when stamped with a certain number being eligible for door prizes.   It should not be stamped for specific health screenings due to confidentiality issues if have HIV test.  It was tabled at Passport design versus raffle ticket format for individuals who come to the Health Fair to receive.  There will be at least two HIV test sites going on during the event, SCHD inside and CAN outside with Mobile Unit.  There may be a third agency set up, Genesis Health Services inside.  Nan will coordinate with Jen as to each agency’s space needs and requirements.  Jen stated the tables are limited at Ringling College and other tables may need to be rented to accommodate agencies wishing to participate.

	Committee Update-Ringling College
	Jen stated the two walk through in July went well on 7/11 and 7/24.  She said there were many different agencies there, she did not the list with her but will supply to Nan.  She suggested having name tags for the agency staff whom will be participating the day of the Health Fair so people know who they are and identify with agency they represent.  The committee members thought this was a good idea.   Jen stated Christine Lange wants all press release information to go through her in the President’s office as related to WAD.

	Update-Media/Press Releases
	Michael stated he was interviewed by Water Mark (a local gay/lesbian newspaper) and the article should be coming out soon.  He will forward copies to all WAD members when it is out.  Water Mark will follow-up with additional articles closer to the event.  Ed James with Black Almanac, ABC TV, did a panel discussion on WAD that was filmed on 8/2 with Pastor Greenidge, Dr. Vaga, and Fred Adkins as to what is being planned for WAD in our community.  Michael will let the committee members know when it airs.  Michael said t-shirts with WAD logo will be distributed to all who attend the event via underwriting by Hedges Healthmark Pharmacy.   Discussion took place as to having a separate t-shirt designed for WAD committee members to help with identifying them during the event.  It will take 3-4 weeks to have the t-shirts made closer to the event.  Discussion took place as to developing cards similar to the AIDS Walk to begin distributing to announce WAD.  They could be given out the AIDS Walk on October 27th to remind people to save the date.    Michael said he would talk with Hope Wulliman to find the vendor they use to print (10,000 at under $100).   The idea of a Black Tie event is being discussed to kick off the event.  

Michael passed out a sheet with events planned to date beginning with opening ceremony with Sarasota Military Academy and color guard at 11am followed by continental breakfast sponsored by STARBUCKS in the Ringling College campus courtyard.  The Health Fair will be from 12 noon to 5 pm in the Exhibit Hall.  During this time frame other activities planned to coincide include a Children’s Art Exhibit sponsored by the National Institute of Health, Letters to the World and Living with HIV Photography Exhibit yet to find sponsors; and National AIDS Quilts sponsored by Kanes Furniture in the Exhibit Hall or other locations on campus; community AIDS quilts; food and refreshments presented by local area restaurants and businesses; mobile units from Blood Bank and SCHD; Martin Luther King, Jr. park celebration sponsored by local tri-neighborhood associations as a block party with bands, food, HIV testing and other; 5pm to 6pm Concert sponsored by Gulf Coast Men’s Chorus and Harmony: The Women’s Voices of Sarasota; 6pm to dusk Candle Light Vigil, Interfaith/Ecumenical service in remembrance of those who have lost their lives to AIDS, closing song, formation of Human AIDS Ribbons sponsored by Hedges Healthmark Pharmacy; and after an outdoor film sponsored by Sarasota Film Festival on the campus courtyard.  SFF is to provide a list of 15 movies to select from for the night, one thought is “Happy Feet” very uplifting not “Philadelphia”. 

Discussion took place as to other locations around Ringing College to have the speakers to present and Mary Knoll and others with videos on AIDS.  Suggestion took place to have names of AIDS victims on the movie screen versus reading them off as have done in the past.  In the past over 800 names have been read.

	Next Meeting 
	Michael suggested moving the WAD committee meetings to either evenings or weekends due to several committee members’ schedules.  Discussion took place and it was agreed to be flexible with the time and date of the meetings but to keep them in the mornings.  Jen and Philip are to research availability of meeting rooms for a meeting at 8:30 am and they will report to Michael. The meetings will be held to one hour and will begin held every two weeks with timeframes with agenda to keep meetings on track.  Michael said he would like to have most items finalized by October for the event.  It was suggested Committee Chairs could e-mail members to advise as to progress in between meetings or if a decision needed to be made before the next meeting.
