I. Welcome – Michael welcomed visitors and mentioned that we needed to revisit some old business.

II. Old Business – It was decided to complete the old meeting and then approve minutes at the next meeting.  Michael Update - Letters to the world exhibit was finalized.  Michael sent a letter so that our guest may apply for a visa.  Michael is also working on getting the Human AIDS Exhibit from Austin, Texas.  It is comprised of 6 women who perform using black cloth and AIDS ribbon performed with music.  They are almost sure they will be coming.  Won’t cost anything for them to be part of the event. 
III. Ringling Update – Jennifer needs to know how many providers are coming to the event to be able to get the event set up.  John A suggested using October 31st as a deadline on the forms that Nan is finalizing so that we have a count.  Jennifer also mentioned that lots of students have signed up to volunteer.  She thinks the photo exhibit will work nicely at the Selby Gallery.  

IV. Health Fair Committee – Nan felt comfortable using pre-existing form if that was ok with the rest of the committee, as we are getting close to deadline.  Jennifer mentioned putting on the form that table and two chairs would be provided and electricity would be available on a first come first served basis.  Michael had an issue with the name and not mailing the forms back to World Aids Day but to Nan at Planned Parenthood, sends mixed messages.  Christine Lang mentioned that the original letter was more for sponsorships and donations and thought the new letter could be revised to better suit the needs, but there did need to be continuity on what was being put out into the community.  It was then agreed that the title of the event would be “Health and Wellness Expo” as the original letter prefaced and responses would be sent to Nan without the name Planned Parenthood being listed in the letter. Michael mentioned that ED Hooper was offering massage chairs and messieurs for the event.  Christine Lang knows a group of nurses who wanted to take blood pressure.

V. Poster Art – It was agreed that if the schools had a stigma with HIV/AIDS then we would find other youth agencies to participate.  We will still give the chance for schools to participate, with Elementary and Middle School students poster work based on the “Healthy and Fit Living” theme and the high school theme the same as the National Institute of Health’s exhibit “Children Living with Aids.”  If schools choose not to participate we will move forward on YMCA, Girls and Boys Inc., and other youth groups.
New Business:

I. Budget – Jim gave the update.  We received a check from Tibotec and Kanes Furniture.  We have a potential sponsor for the plane ticket.  NIH art exhibit is fully funded. 

II. Service - Rev. Dee from Ringling spoke to Rev. Thom Numan.  Rev. Thom is willing to move ecumenical service on campus after the movie event. 

III. MLK Park Event – Ringling is concerned about liability.  Michael was going to talk about getting and insurance policy for the MLK Park Event.  He was going to propose to the city to pay for the policy.  It was suggested to have bounce houses for the MLK event, Lauren Zink volunteered to get a price sheet together for this.  Pepsi is sponsoring drinks and will charge at cost if we need more than they supply.  More sponsors/donors are now getting involved including Zephyrhills.  Michael decided not to close street between the two events but will hire a police officer to be at the light for five hours.  Pathesda Outreach now involved with the event.  It was mentioned having a stepping stones community contest/chalk walk.  We have a live DJ lined up and two bands.  
IV. Advertising – Michael wants cards to pass out to local businesses with store front signs.  Christine Lange has students to work on posters and will talk with Dianne from the Health Department on what has been done in the past.  She also as a student, Brandon who will work with video media.  Jennifer mentioned that we need to schedule people who we want to interview in the next month to have them ready from Brandon.  John A. mentioned putting Michael in charge of entertainment now that Philip is no longer on the committee.  Michael accepted.
