	 1.  World AIDS Day (WAD) Committee

	John stated the World AIDS Day and AIDS Walk 2008 committee will meet tomorrow 10/7/08 at New College of Florida with plans are coming along nicely.  He stated the World AIDS Day has a web site and asked everyone to check it out at www.manasotaworldaidsday.org  To date over 22 agencies are signed up to participate in this year’s Health/Wellness Expo, two restaurants, several local bands from area high schools, and local media coverage has started with the Radio Station and TV Comcast thanks to Rochelle Herman and Heath Beat of America.  Joan passed out a sign up sheet for members to sign up for morning radio spots and evening TV spots, and reminded members to sent her a summary of what services their agency offers, and how they are affiliated with this year’s World AIDS Day and AIDS Walk (free publicity). The events are planned to take place at New College of Florida from 8am to 3pm on Saturday, November 22nd.   He said he is still waiting to hear back as to funding requests.  The theme proposed this year is “Respect and Protect: Together We Can Stop the Spread of HIV and End HIV Prejudice”. 	B.  Multidisciplinary Patient Care Committee 
	Susan Terry 
	Susan stated the local HOPWA (Housing Opportunity for Persons With AIDS) includes two local agencies with case managers in Manatee and Sarasota County:  Community AIDS Network and Manatee County Rural Health Services, Michael Back Center as to working with HIV positive clients who need assistance with housing, rent, and utilities in our community.   The current contract with HOPWA for dollars in our community comes from the Federal Government down to the City of Sarasota.  Other counties in Area 8 the funding goes through the Health Planning Council (HPC) located in Fort Myers from DOH, state funding source.  Discussion has taken place in the past to move the recipient of funds from the City of Sarasota to the City of Bradenton, but the City of Bradenton refused to accept the contract at this time. Clark advised us on the current situation with HOPWA dollars and the short fall expected this year with the economic factors in the nation.  The contract with the City o Sarasota will be signed on 10/30/08 but it is felt the money will be used up very shortly.  Clark stated the federal guidelines are stricter than the Area 8 rules for HOPWA.  Sarasota has tried to become funded under Area 8 and Gail Counts is working on it, but the City of Sarasota may not be willing to give up the contract with HUD for HOPWA.

He stated HANS might want to consider contacting the local Christian radio stations with a PSA on HANS and HIV testing.

	F. STD Sarasota County Data Report
	Gary Ervin 
	Gary reported on the increase of Gonorrhea and Chlamydia rates in Sarasota County especially in younger individuals.  He announced a new Health Service Rep with DIS/STD, Shari Johnson.  She will be at training for two weeks on STD with DOH.  Discussion took place as to the reasons for seeing the increase in the two STD, like the use of urine testing being more sensitive than the previous method of testing with probe/swab.  The local jail is using universal testing for all inmates under the age of 40 for STD.  Scott stated 70% of STD rates for gonorrhea and Chlamydia in our community are between the ages of 16-21 and thought this should be presented as a topic for World AIDS Day Talking Sessions, which will be done by Manatee CHD staff.

He encouraged everyone to please read it since we did not have time to discuss, it has some good ideas for how to encourage people to get HIV tested (i.e.: offer refreshments, make homier environment, have music).  

Hope gave a brief overview of her recent trip with Heats Afire and asked if they could be a member of HANS’s.  John offered to contact Dr. Vaga and maybe they could provide a presentation in the future related to their outreach activities as related to HIV.  She stated she highly recommends the experience for traveling on one of the trips offered with the next one in October.  

Garry thanked each member of HANS’s for all of their work in the area of HIV/AIDS In our community.  He stated he is proud of the work the Suncoast AIDS Theater Project in doing in our community and glad to be a part of HANS and the upcoming World AIDS Day event.  He stated SATP stated back in 2001 under Sister Francis with Bethesda House.  He thanked HANS’s members for caring about AIDS ministry in our community and being compassionate for those infected and affected with HIV/AIDS.
