Joan gave a Power Point Presentation on RHAC as had been provided at the RHAC meeting last week.  Discussion took place as to HANS’s developing Goals in alignment with RHAC and it was determined the Patient Care Committee of both Community AIDS Network and SCHD South County clinical areas should develop and run past HANS for approval since they are the ones receiving RHAC dollars for the services provided.  Jim requested to know the dollar amount Sarasota County receives from RHAC for patient care services at the next HANS meeting from both CAN and SCHD.  Chris said she work with representatives of the SCHD and John was asked to work with CAN representatives to get the goals done and to begin communicating on regular bases as to issues related to Patient Care.  The Patient Care Committee members can not attend a HANS meeting since they are providing services to clients when HANS meets.  It was suggested that the meetings between CAN and SCHD Patient Care Representatives be summarized and presented by Joan or John at each HANS meeting.   Jim stated he feels HANS needs to focus on the goals/objectives we developed and to have them on the agenda at each meeting as we had agreed.  He stated our main focus should be on funding/grant issues and collaborating as a coalition on different initiatives.  Joan stated the DOH, Prevention Grants RFA announcements would be coming out soon.  Representatives from SCLO and CAN attended the statewide trainings as offered on these grants and representatives of HANS should be discussing collaboration activities with these agencies as to these grants.  SCHD as a DOH site can not participate in these grants they are for CBO only. Kenyatta acknowledged April’s recent article in the paper as to her graduation and accomplishments.  After the meeting HANS’s members learned of Second Chance Last Opportunity having a car run into their building on Sunday night.  
Carol stated since this was her first meeting to attend she had no news on First Step of Sarasota to report.  

Jim stated Genesis Health Services was co-sponsoring a conference on Saturday as to Minority Health Disparities and invited all to attend in Newtown.  He said a representative of DOH would be attending and this for a first for Newtown in their own community.  A free lunch will be offered and the SCHD Medical Mobile Unit will be there.  CEUs will be available for health care professionals.  

Bettina stated Tide Well Hospice is undergoing lots of organizational changes to become more regionalized.  She discussed their Care Connection program and pet therapy.

Sue and Gary discussed how the STD is on the increase in our community.  They stated the new STD urine collection devices are more sensitive and may be picking up more positives as a result.  Sue will work with Jim, John and other CBO to see if they can obtain State DOH supplies to perform to do STD testing kits and how to send tests to SCHD via the Jacksonville Labs.  Sue will follow up with each CBO and provide update at next HANS meeting as to status of DOH for this STD testing. Gary indicated the southern portion of Sarasota County is experiencing an increase in STD (i.e.: gonorrhea 30% increase and Chlamydia 80%).  He said they are looking into the reasons and risk factors identified and how to address.  He said Scott is working with the STD staff on this.
