	 1.  World AIDS Day (WAD) Committee 

	John Perez 
	John stated the World AIDS Day committee last meeting was 8/26/08.  The next meeting will be on 9/9/08 (tomorrow) at 11am at New College of Florida.  All HANS’s members are welcome to attend.  John stated Rochelle Herman and Dianne Shipley are working together on media/press related issues.  John sated Rochelle hopes to have any agency represented in WAD to appear on her radio talk show, “Health Beat of America” during upcoming sessions from 8:30am to 10am.  More on this in the near future as to making scheduled appointments for appearances.  Greg Hite at NCF is developing a web site for WAD at NCF.  WAD is planning Health/Wellness Expo and health forums this year for parents on talking with their children on a variety of issues, like smoking, HIV/AIDS, STD, Substance/Alcohol Abuse and hopes members of HANS will be willing to provide speakers on these and other topics.  Today Planned Parenthood, CAN, SCHD, and AHEC have confirmed availability to be part of speaking sessions. Two classrooms have been confirmed for these presentations, which will include teen sexuality, HIV/AIDS, STD, smoking, and drugs/alcohol.  John stated he has contacted several pharmaceutical companies as to grants: Gilead, Tibotec, and Abbott.  To date the dollars in the WAD account are $1,700, includes SCHD donation of $1,000.  He said he hopes to hear from Bioscript for $5,000 and Gilead for $2,500 and the Junior League of Sarasota for a Done-in-the-Day project request.  He said one food vendor has been confirmed, Bacalao located on the corner of Tuttle and 12th Street.

He stated the HOPWA meeting will be next week at CAN and encouraged others to attend since the discussion will center on the funding for 2008-2010.  There is some concern since it looks like Sarasota and Manatee may not make the projected numbers for the Emerging Communities as to the number of HIV/AIDS cases and the funding may be reduced.  The City of Sarasota has the contract from HUD again since the City of Manatee denied the contract since funding was not increased as requested.  Area 8 still has kept the dollars for Sarasota County and it may be time for Sarasota to go into the mix with Area 8 as to HOPWA.  Most of the housing dollars are through Manatee County Rural Health Services and CAN for our area in the work the Case Managers perform with assisting clients.

	D.  Regional HIV/AIDS Committee (RHAC)

	Jim stated at the last RHAC meeting 8/08 and they are making changes to the allocation of dollars for the providers and he gave information to CAN and SCHD to make sure they are aware of the changes effective 9/1/08.   He stated there will be a MSM Prevention conference on 9/13/08 in Fort Myers sponsored by ICAN and said if interested contact Peter Bright. Jim stated he needs recommendations from HANS for the Area 8 Prevention Plan as to our target population and other items.  He stated the Sarasota County information will be included in the State Prevention Plan.  He asked for comments before the next RHAC meeting in October.

	E  SCG/SCHD Grant 2008-2009

	John stated the SCHD/SCG grant process is continuing with dialogue between CAN, SCLO, GHS, MHI, and Project Challenge.  Planned Parenthood’s role is undecided at this time.  This will be a collaborative grant application with local HANS’s members.  The group is looking at several Evidence Based Interventions:  Brother-to-Brother and Focus on Kids/Impact.  John suggested several other options to the group today:  Popular Opinion Leader (POL), SISTA and VOCIES.  April stated she was not interested in this grant if more than two EBI were to be selected because she din not feel the group would be able to accomplish the grant deliverables.   Dr. Merritt assist the group in determining the deliverables for each intervention and how to accomplish via each agency in the collaborative grant (i.e.: Focus on Kids: Dr. Mims group; Panhelhim Group, Man-Up, Brotherhood of Man, TruVine, and others) could reach 360 youth (8 sessions in 3 cycles during the year.   POL can be provided to HANS’s members by Scott Tims with Collier CHD who is a train-the-trainer.  His last day will be the end of October since he has accepted a position with Tulane University in New Orleans.  POL contacts were negotiated at 180 contacts.  HIV testing will be reduced to 2,000 with $5,000 being moved into HIV educational programs.  The total grant dollar award will be $66,000 for 2008-2009 with CAN as the lead agency for this contract with SCHD.  John announced CAN received a Prevention Grant from DOH for Social Marketing not to continue the funding of VOICES or SISTA.   John stated CAN will continue to provide SISTA and VOICES on their own for Sarasota County only.  John helped the group to understand the differences with the various EBI being discussed and how they work.  POL will allow for Gatekeepers to be used as community leaders for both MSM and Heterosexual community.

	F. STD Sarasota County Data Report
	Gary Ervin 
	Gary provided an update on STD in our county and the state statistics on various STD.  He said the number of Chlamydia cases has increased by 48.9%, mainly among those aged 15 to 20 years of age, from 339 to 505 infections.  He stated the rates of gonorrhea and syphilis are down.  He said if HANS’s world like more information, Scott Pritchard could do a presentation as to the locations via a map of the infections.  Everyone thanked Gary for this information.  Dr. Merritt stated she felt the focus of HIV education in the community should include STD.
