	E.  Closing the Gap Grant

	Scott distributed a summary of the Closing the Gap grant application process for HANS members to review.  April stated she obtained letter of support from Newtown Front Porch as to Closing the Gap (CTG) grant. Jim proposed a joint collaboration with HANS members present for this CTG grant, there were no objections to this collaboration.  Jim proposed April as Second Chance Last Opportunity (SCLO) lead the grant application as the lead agency with support from Front Porch and other HANS members.  Jodie Yeakey, was introduced as the grant writer for SCLO.  She stated her selection of HIV strategies would be HIV with women and to apply and focus on women and HIV/AIDS in our community.  Scott discussed the epidemiology of HIV in our community and suggested the group focus on MSM and/or African American population.  Jim suggested partnering with agencies in Manatee County but in reviewing the CTG summary sheet, it is only a single county grant application with the Department of Health (DOH) for a county of our size.  HANS members and Jodie agreed to review Sarasota County data to help determine the target population and the appropriate evidence based intervention to be in the grant.  Discussed the matching grants are still required since the letter of support will only forgive half of the matching fund requirement per the grant, estimated to be $21,000.  The focus will be either be “Silence is Death” or “Out in the Open/MSM”.   HANS members agreed to meet next Monday, February 9th at 11am to continue the grant dialogue and begin writing the grant application.  Jodie stated she would contact Joan for more data and Scott.  April and her board member (Mr. David Goldman) confirmed that Second Chance/Last Opportunity (SCLO) was fiscally and administratively ready to write and receive the CTG grant. Jodie Yeakey (the grant writer) stated she was prepared to write the CTG grant on behalf of SCLO.
