· SWAT Analysis: 6 priority areas-number 1-accessing care, linkage for HIV positives, and continuation of care; concern many HIV positives linked but fall out of care due to lack of resources for case managers to follow up

· Client Data Sheet: demographic of people in treatment under Ryan White I and II, show 27% African Americans in treatment but represent over 50% HIV positives in Area 8

· Patient Care Comprehensive Plan from DOH available on line, should be used as a guide for HANS for planning prevention and outreach activities for the next 3 years as a blue print, Clarke to get copies for HANS members for the next meeting

	C.  Multidisciplinary Patient Care Committee
	John Perez
	John stated HOPWA funding letter says City of Bradenton to take over for the City of Sarasota since now larger city population for our two counties.  Clarke stated he just learned this last week and he understands Sarasota County wants to come in under State HOPWA with Area 8 versus Federal HOPWA with City of Bradenton due to many funding differences for the clients.  Discussion took place as to the differences in rent 90 days S/M counties versus Area 8 at 147 days.  Budget for S/M County at around $350,000 or less and 3% used as administrative fee to oversee the program per the City.  Cherry Haynes was asked by HOPWA to draft a letter to RHAC to request coming into Area 8, not done yet.  HOPWA expires on 9/30/09 for S/M County and on 6/30/09 for Area 8.  Clarke says Area 8 would request more dollars if Sarasota came in under Area 8 but thinks there is around $180,000 for the switch in current budget but this would leave only $20,000 for support services.

· April 1 the MMU and CAN were at Manatee Community College in Venice did 22 HIV tests 

· 4/2/09 were at Siesta Beach and did one HIV test
· Conference on STD/TB will be downscaled to be offered only to local providers in Sarasota and speakers will be local at SCHD in the Auditorium

· Increase in Chlamydia infections with 1,000 cases this year, over 450% increase, not sure if due to the new urine test method or true increase, this infection is seen primarily with youth between the ages of 15-21 (50% cases)
