	D. Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STD)

	Gary announced there have been 58 new cases of Chlamydia, 21 of gonorrhea, and no new cases of syphilis last month in our county.  He discussed the change in the law now requiring HIV positives to have confirmatory HIV test to continue with services and may be done via Ora Sure for confirmation with Western Blot.  Any Lab Test Now is a new provider on Tamiami Trial offering HIV and STD testing anonymously.  He said he is setting up a meeting with them to discuss Sarasota County Health Department requirements for reporting communicable diseases.  The company will do a complete STD lab work-up for $280.00.

Gary announced an upcoming performance of the seventh annual Night of Alternative Theatre “SORDID LIVES” on May 11th at 7:30pm for $10.00 to benefit AIDS projects with Michael Bach and Trinity Charities. He encouraged HANS members to attend this event and support this fundraising event.  

Val stated she is serving on two statewide projects.  The first is the Florida Statewide Consumer Advocacy Group on Peer Counseling Program.  She said the state is experiencing a people slipping through the cracks as to treatment and care.  The second is Alliance Children and Family Workshop which she will be the Sarasota County representative to develop a service guide of resources.  She asked everyone to send her information on their agency and services offered.  Jim stated he thinks this might tie in nicely with what RHAC is trying to accomplish as to linkage for service when someone is a new HIV positive in Area 8.  There is currently no funding for Linkage programs in Area 8.  Discussion took place as to applying to Blue Cross Blue Shield for grant for this purpose. 
Bill announced the Newtown Health Fair being sponsored by the Newtown Redevelopment Council and Children’s First on May 16th at Selby Goodwill from 10am to 2pm.  He said HIV testing will be available and for more information call Alma McCabe. 
John stated if anyone wants to have a member of the Speaker’s Bureau to give a presentation, please talk with Serena Miller. 

Nan stated Planned Parenthood is continuing the MTV project in Manatee County through a grant and the cost of STD/HIV under age 25 is only $5.00 and if over 26 is $25.00.  

Simon provided on update on the Brother-to-Brother project (evidence based intervention-EBI) with GHS and Multicultural Health Institute as an initiative for Men having Sex with Men (MSM) with over 25 men is going well.
