He said Pastor Calvin Lumpkin will be chairing this committee and he is contacting pastors locally in person to seek their support.  April stated at the Men’s Conference on 6/25/09 there were 45 faith-based organizations present.  She said she will be sending information to the faith based organizations.  Amy stated the AME and other local churches have different levels of learning curves as related to HIV/AIDS, she suggested giving them handouts and other information regularly to build relationship with them and said it is important to build trust and relationship when working with churches.  Amy said she and April are doing this with their role as pastors in the communities.  Eric and Amy have gone into Charlotte county churches with slide shows and the churches want the information on STD/HIV but a very sensitive issue as to how presented with congregation.

Val has agreed to provide two workshops for HIV positives, one at South County Family Health Center on 7/29 at 12 noon and one at Bethesda House.  Val and the committee will report back on the progress at the next meeting.  Discussions are continuing as to finding funding sources to begin a peer support group.  Susan asked to make sure Trinity Charities is kept informed of the progress of the committee and activities planned.  Bethesda House is willing to sponsor and host Peer Support Group meetings and they are looking into funding opportunities.  The committee is working on looking into the various peer support models available and take the best of the best to develop one locally.  It could be very helpful for clients who fall out of care and are new to HIV treatment, with a 12 step type process.

	E. Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STD) 
	Gary Ervin 
	Gary stated he and the Disease Intervention Services team are working on developing a new form for post test counseling an HIV Positive client.  It seems some people are informed they are HIV positive and then don’t seem to remember.  When the form is finalized he will share with HANS members.  This is a best practice type of approach to document post test counseling and the clients understanding of information provided.   This is important since according to DOH if not documented, did not happen. He explained the DIS role in working with local CBO when get a new positive.  He asked if CBO liked the process, and those present said they liked DIS being involved and willing to post test counsel HIV positive with them.  Discussion took place as to the timeframe to get HIV results back from Jacksonville for Ora Sure, most agencies stated takes 2-3 weeks.  DIS would like to see that timeframe down to 2 weeks for HIV positives since so important to get them back for results and linkage services.  Bill stated CBO will not give results to clients without written report from DOH.  DIS often gets results electronically 2-3 days before hard copy gets to CBOs.  Gary stated the follow-up with contacts can only be done per CHD staff not CBO.
