	Serena Miller 
	Serena provided on update on the National Latino HIV/AIDS Awareness events in October.  She stated that on 10/21 Elizabeth Murray from a Gilead Pharmaceutical company spoke to group of Hispanic women and special events were held at HIPPY and Bacala Restaurant with over 35 being tested for HIV.   Advertisements were in local Hispanic magazine and Latin Classes at LEOS.  

Robert stated the Manatee CHD did an outreach event at Pride Park for National Latino HIV/AIDS Awareness and had over 400 attend with 120 flu shots provided, 42 HIV tests, and numerous other testing offered.  They had a give way of $1,000 and other items along with offering free food and gift cards.

	B.   Regional HIV/AIDS Council (RHAC) 
	Jim Mc Cloud 
	Jim stated there was no RHAC meeting to report on.  Clarke stated that RHAC appointed a Prevention Committee and co-chairs are both Clarke and Peter Bright.  The Health Planning Council applied for $30,000 grant with Blue Cross Blue Shield.  The Department of Health, Bureau of HIV/AIDS awarded Area 8 with $20,000 and it is being divided among the counties in the area, with two events being planned, one in Naples LUCES and one in Sarasota, Faith Based.  Incentives will be available per county based on the HIV activities conducted and number of HIV tested provided, more information will be forthcoming from Clarke.   Sarasota’s Prevention Plan and Goals/Objectives for HANS were shared with Area 8 Prevention Committee.  The next RHAC meeting will be on 12/2 at Charlotte CHD to celebrate World AIDS Day with a luncheon, all are invited to attend, put please RSVP to HPC.  Nominations are still being accepted for WAD nominations; go to HPC web site for form or call/e-mail Joan.   The RHAC meeting after this will be on 1/27 at Charlotte CHD.  

Clarke stated the RHAC Prevention Committee will be doing the presentation on 1/27 and their focus this year will be on planning process, evidence based interventions, prevention activities, and counseling/testing.  Jim stated he would like to see the prevention committee broader with more representation from other agencies within Area 8 besides just CAN, ICAN and the CHDs.  Clarke stated the decision was to keep the committee small to allow for work to be done.  Clarke suggested that items from HANS could go to the Prevention Committee via representatives from Sarasota County (John Acevedo and Joan Surso) and Charlotte County (Eric Stockley).
