	John stated 15 of the 17 Closing The Gap (CTG) contracts may be terminated; Tom Liberti from DOH-HIV under pressure to recall 1.9 millions in Patient Care dollars, currently used for CTG, to help with ADAP. April’s SISTA program could be affected, since Area 8 could be losing 180 thousand dollars in CTG funding. Concern of the Florida Prevention Planning Group (FPPG), federal funding grants down from 15 to 10, 4 were refunded and 6 new ones will be funded. Area 8 is about to complete its Area comprehensive plan. Sarasota and the other 7 counties need to work together to attract new funding from this document.
